11. There may be a number of other closures of unsealed routes within the National Park, at the time of writing, for example, to allow works to the Pennine Bridleway.  Where these have been put in place by the County Councils, and not the Definitive Map Team, they are not listed in this report.  
Recent Judicial Decision
R (on the Application of Warden & Fellows of Winchester College and Humphrey Feeds Limited)   v   Hampshire County Council and The Secretary of State for Environment Food and Rural Affairs   [2008] EWCA Civ 431
12. This recent case, in the Court of Appeal, has had a significant bearing on the way that the Authority had been proposing to deal with a number of applications for BOAT Orders.   The background to the case is as follows :

13. On 2 May 2006, Part 6 of the Natural Environment and Rural Communities Act 2006 came into force.  The effect of s.67(1) of the Act was to extinguish certain Public Rights of Way for mechanically propelled vehicles.   An exemption in s.67(3)(a) of the Act, allowed such rights to escape extinguishment where an application for a BOAT Order had been made before the 20 January 2005.  In order for the application to bring this exemption into effect, s.67(6) of the 2006 Act required that it be made “ in accordance with paragraph (1) of schedule 14 to { the Wildlife and Countryside Act 1981}.  One of the requirements of sch.14 is that copies of evidence to be relied upon by the applicant must be submitted with the application.
14. The applications in question were indeed made before the cut-off date in the 2006 Act but they were not made strictly in accordance with the requirements of schedule 14 to the 1981 Act.  They were accepted by the Authority, as at that time Defra guidance recognised that applications had been made in ‘good faith’ and should be accepted work began in some cases, to process them.  This approach to accepting and determining such applications was challenged with regard to applications determined by Hampshire County Council and ultimately reached the Court of Appeal.
15. That Court considered and determined the conditions which an application for a BOAT was required to satisfy, in order for it fall within the exemption in s.67(3)(a) of that Act and so prevent the extinguishment of rights for mechanically propelled vehicles.   The ruling requires applications for BOAT Orders to be made strictly in accordance with paragraph 1(a) and (b), of schedule 14, if the exemption in s.67(3)(a) is to be claimed.   Failure to do so means that the exemption does not apply and in the absence of any of the other exemptions being met, any rights for mechanically propelled vehicles are extinguished under s.67(1) of the Act. 

16. The applications listed in the schedule below, were made prior to the cut-off date set by the 2006 Act, however they did not fully meet the requirements of schedule 14 of the 1981 Act as determined by what is now known as the ‘Winchester case’.  Most significantly, they failed to meet the requirement of paragraph 1(b), which requires that an application shall be accompanied by  “ copies of any documentary evidence (including statements of witnesses) which the applicant wishes to adduce in support of the application”.     

17. As a result of the Court of Appeal ruling, the Authority considers that the applications fail to meet the requirements of schedule 14 and are not qualifying applications for the purposes of s.67(3)(a).   Consequently, the exemption that would otherwise have saved motorised rights does not apply.   In the absence of any of the other exemptions, any motorised rights that might have existed over those routes have been extinguished. 

18. The practical consequence of the decision therefore is that the applicants have been advised of this position, and in the absence of any other exemption being met, the highest status with which these routes can be recorded on the Definitive Map is Restrictive Byway.
